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Introduction
Referred case underscores that cow slaughter, though an offence in law, cannot be viewed as a 
mere law and order issue when its impact trigger's widespread public reaction. Given its 
sensitive religious and social implications, such an act has the inherent potential to disturb 
communal harmony and the even tempo of life, thereby elevating it into a matter of public order 
rather than a simple breach of law and order.

Case Analysis (Commentary)
In referred habeas corpus petition, the detention of the petitioner under the National Security 
Act 1980 was challenged on the ground that the alleged act (cow slaughter) amounted merely to 
a law-and-order issue and not public order.

The Court rejected this contention and emphasized that the distinction depends on the 
impact of the act on society, not merely the nature of the offence. It observed that cow slaughter 
is an inherently sensitive issue capable of triggering communal tension and widespread public 
unrest.

On facts, the Court noted that the incident led to mob gathering, road blockade, disruption 
of traffic, and deployment of police force across multiple villages, thereby disturbing the even 
tempo of life. Hence, it clearly transcended a simple breach of law and order and fell within the 
domain of public order.

The Court further held that:
v The Detaining Authority had applied its mind properly and recorded valid subjective 

satisfaction.
v There was reliable material (intelligence inputs) indicating a real possibility of the 

petitioner's release on bail and likelihood of repeating similar acts.
v No unexplained delay occurred in disposal of representations.

Relying on settled principles laid down in:
v Ram Manohar Lohia v. State of Bihar and another, AIR 1966 SC 740,
v Arun Ghosh v. State of W.B., (1970) 1 SCC 98 ,
v Kamarunnissa v. Union of India and another, (1991) 1 SCC 128, 

The Court concluded that preventive detention was legally justified and resultant Habeas 
Corpus Petition Dismissed.
